To whom it may concern:

This patient has a life threatening medical condition which may cause sudden onset difficulty breathing, shock, wheeze, and/or swelling that may require emergency treatment.  They carry an epinephrine injector (shots containing adrenaline) for emergency use in the event of a severe allergic reaction.

For air travel the epinephrine injector should remain with the patient at all times.  Each treatment with an injector lasts only 15 minutes so patients often carry two injectors.
